Interscholastic athletic competition should demorate high standards of ethics, sportsmanship andmote the development of
good character and other important life skills. €hhighest potential of sports is achieved when papants are committed to
pursuing victory with honor according to six coreripciples: trustworthiness, respect, responsihilitfairness, caring and good
citizenship (the “Six Pillars of Character”). ThisCode applies to all student-athletes involved merscholastic sports in
California. | understand that, in order to partigiate in high school athletics, | must act in accandce with the following:

TRUSTWORTHINESS

1. Trustworthiness—be worthy of trust in all | do.
Integrity—live up to high ideals of ethics and
sportsmanship and always pursue victory with
honor, do what's right even when it's unpopular
or personally costly.

Honesty—live and compete honorably; don’t
lie, cheat, steal or engage in any other dishonest
or unsportsmanlike conduct.

Reliability—fulfill commitments; do what |
say | will do; be on time to practices and games.
